DUTIES OF MATCH DOCTOR

(SANZAR COMPETITIONS)

DUTIES OF THE MATCH DOCTOR

SANZAR appoints a match doctor for each match forming part of the official SANZAR programme.

SANZAR shall notify the participating countries well in advance and in writing regarding the details of the appointed match doctor.

The match doctor must be seated in a location enabling him/her unhindered and prompt access to the playing enclosure.

The team doctors shall familiarize them where the match doctor is seated during the match.

The match doctor shall ensure that the prescribed medical requirements at the match venue are met.

The match doctor must facilitate, with the official team doctors prompt field side management, referral to hospital if necessary and the replacement of injured players during the match.

In the event of a “blood bin” and the referee signalling likewise, the player immediately thereafter reports to the match doctor within the playing enclosure who shall confirm such injury.

The match doctor shall further enforce the guidelines pertaining to bleeding control ensuring that:-


a.
Any suturing is done in the designated medical room and not at the field side.


b.
All bloodstained apparel and dressings are replaced before allowing the player back on the field.

c.
Should the injured player not re-enter within 15 minutes after leaving the field, the temporary replacement becomes a permanent replacement, except if the match doctor confirms to the referee that the medical procedures warranted a longer period. In determining the 15 minute period, half time is regarded as actual time
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INTERNATIONAL MATCHES ;- DUTIES OF THE MATCH DOCTOR

A match doctor has to be appointed by the National Union concerned for each Rugby Super 12 match.

The match doctor must be seated in a location affording him unhindered and prompt access to the playing enclosure.

The team doctors shall familiarize themselves as to where the match doctor is seated during the match.

The match doctor shall ensure that the prescribed medical requirements at the match venue are met.

The match doctor must facilitate, with the official team doctors field side management, prompt referral to hospital if necessary and the replacement of injured players during the match.

In the event of a “blood bin” and the referee signalling likewise, the player immediately thereafter reports to the match doctor within the playing enclosure who shall confirm such injury.

The match doctor shall further enforce the guidelines pertaining to bleeding control ensuring that:-

a.
Any suturing is done in the designated medical room and not at the field side.

b.
All bloodstained apparel and dressings are replaced before allowing the player back on the field.

c.
Managing the return of the player back onto the field of play. Should the injured player not re-enter within 15 minutes after leaving the field, the temporary replacement becomes a permanent replacement, except if the match doctor confirms to the referee that the medical procedures warranted a longer period. In determining the 15 minute period, half time is regarded as actual time
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
